This is the same with the Equichap close contact turnout chaps

which is why | have 2 sets of 4 - one set can be bunged in the washing machine whilst the other set

are being worn. Since my horse suffers badly from mud fever and doesn't get it at all when he wears these chaps
it makes sense to make sure he has enough so that there is a pair he can wear when the others are in the wash!
